His House Christian Fellowship Constitution

PREAMBLE

His House Christian Fellowship is a community of students seeking after God and His will for their lives and the world around them.  As they seek after Him, they come alongside one another, forming bonds of friendship and family.  The teachings of Jesus Christ are central to the activities of His House.  At His House, we believe that it is through the person of Jesus that faith and service find meaning.
ARTICLE I

Name

This organization shall be known as His House Christian Fellowship. 
ARTICLE II

Membership

Believing it is not fitting for spiritual development to be an exclusive exercise, His House does not recognize “members” (other than the minimum requirements necessary to maintain status as a student organization) nor have membership requirements in regards to meeting attendance or participation.
All members of the Western Michigan University community are welcome to participate in His House Christian Fellowship activities and pursuits.  His House does not discriminate based upon race, sex, religion, color, height, weight, age, physical disabilities, national origin, sexual orientation, or veteran status.  We affirm the pursuit of any student to explore and experience a relationship with God through Jesus Christ, whoever they are or what they believe.

ARTICLE III

Officers/Leaders
His House Christian Fellowship Officers/Leaders are chosen annually in December.  These appointments are made based on nominations by any member and ultimately chosen by the unanimous decision by the current His House full-time on-campus staff affiliates and student leaders.

ARTICLE IV

Finances

The student organization, His House Christian Fellowship at Western Michigan University, does not have a student bank account.  It is funded by the non-profit parent organization of Michigan Christian Campus Ministries, Inc. and is therefore not in need of university funds.
If, at any time the officers believe it is an appropriate request, Student Activity funds may be requested through procedures established by the Office of Student Life and will follow and be subject to all University policies, procedures, and practices regarding student organization accounts and finances.
Disposition of Non-University Funds in Case of Inactivation.  For non-University funds kept in an off-campus account, monies are to go to Michigan Christian Campus Ministries Inc.  

ARTICLE V

Statement of Compliance

His House Christian Fellowship will comply with all SA&LP and University policies, procedures, and practices and all local, state, and federal laws.

ARTICLE VI

Meetings

His House Christian Fellowship will meet weekly on campus and throughout the school year in addition to smaller group meetings held in various locations and times throughout the week.
ARTICLE VII

Advisors

His House Christian Fellowship’s full-time on-campus staff are recognized by Kanley Chapel as “clergy” and “university affiliates” in the Office of Faith and Spirituality and are given all rights and privileges therein.
ARTICLE VIII

Amendments

Amendments will be made by His House Christian Fellowship officers and staff affiliates as necessary.
ARTICLE IX

Bylaws

None.  (Since His House Christian Fellowship does not officially recognize members, it sees no necessity in regulating the actions of said members).
